The Luke Howard Weather Station and Climate Change - what do we know and what can we do?
Following in the footsteps of local resident Luke Howard, who 200 years ago meticulously recorded the weather during his lifetime, Lordship Hub has installed its own weather station. The recordings of rain, wind speed and temperature (and more) are displayed on a public screen and are to be displayed on the Met Office’s WOW website of the UK’s amateur weather stations. By building a picture of the weather, and comparing records across the year and between years we can start to see if and how our climate is changing.

The evidence shows that human activity is warming our planet, with catastrophic impacts already starting to be felt. So how are our everyday actions, and those of companies and Governments, making that change? What are we doing in Lordship Rec, and most importantly what can we all do in our everyday lives and by campaigning to slow down global warming?
